RE:  2008-2009 Minutes from ANNUAL MEMBERSHIP BUSINESS MEETING


President Stephanie Vick welcomed members and other participants to this annual meeting at approximately 12:02 pm.  President Vick explained the use of new technology known as WEBINAR in conducting this meeting.  A limited number of phone lines were available under the specific license to FAPHN, so President Vick encouraged the members to use their computers to write in questions or comments as the meeting progressed.

A quorum was reported by Interim Secretary Amalia Kane-Crawford as present. Absent with authorization:  Naomi Benton-Brown.  Secretary Position vacant.

Minutes from the July 29, 2008 annual meeting were read by Marie McMillan.  Amalia Kane-Crawford moved the minutes be accepted as written; the mortion was seconded by Diana Coyle.  The motion passed without dissention.

Nominating Committee Chairwoman Sharon Surrency reported on the results of the elections and thanked the members for voting.  The newly elected officers who will serve on the 2009-2010 Board of Directors are:  President Cynthia Whetsell, President-Elect Naomi Benton-Brown, 1st Vice President Dr. Kim Curry, 2nd Vice President Judith Nuland, Secretary Connie Wolfe, and three new Directors –at-Large Paula Dorhout, Ethel Edwards, and Linda Lacomb-Williams.  President Vick extended congratulations to the new Board.

Diana Coyle reviewed the annual awards and scholarship process before announcing the results of those nominated.  The RN to BSN scholarship recipient was Penny Dockery-Osborne from Brevard County Health Department.  The Advanced degree scholarship was awarded to Joanie Cruce from Taylor County Health Department.

The PHN of the Year was awarded to Patricia Frank and the Outstanding PHN Leadership award went to Maria Stahl from Brevard CHD.

Diana Coyle announced the recipients of two mini-grants.  Ms. Coyle reported that 3 applications were received and the IRS approved program criteria applied by the review committee.  The two applications approved are: Pasco CHD Pet Sheltering Support Project and Hillsborough CHD “A Special G.I.F.T. “ Project.
Diana Coyle stated, “As my last official action as Board member, I would like to thank Stephanie Vick for her guidance, leadership and vision as President of FAPHN.  It has been my pleasure to serve her.  Being President of a professional organization is not easy, but Stephanie has served with grace and has had her eye focused on the goals and vision of FAPHN during a time that has not been easy for members or the organizations that support them. Treasurer Amalia Kane-Crawford reported to the members the cash on hand as of June 30, 2009 was $21,204.45.  The total income from July 2008 – June 2009 was $15,660 and total expenses for same timeframe were $23,756.70.  The balance sheet as of June 30, 2009 shows total assets as $28,148.89 and the Total Liabilities & Equity report was $28,148,89.
President Vick continued with Committee Reports.  All reports are written and available for review.

Dr. Kim Curry reported on the FAPHN Legacy Project.  Dr. Curry explained the process and encouraged members to participate.  Dr. Katherine Mason explained the interview form located of the FAPHN WEB site.  Dr. Curry mentioned there are several publishers interested in publishing about public health and she plans to pursue these contacts.  Judith Nuland stated FAPHN members need to continue providing education and advocacy influencing public health nurses and practice.

President Vick introduced new President Cindy Whetsell and turned the meeting over to President Whetsell.  The new Board members of officers were inducted by reciting the pledge and responding affirmatively.  President Whetsell spoke of the pending review of the Bylaws and expressed her appreciation to the outgoing officers and Directors.  Members were requested to sign on to committees and to share their ideas.  Members were encouraged to recruit one new member.
